Here are some "tips" to help you create the most memorable experience possible.
DIVE IN AND DIVE DEEP

e Stay open to any and all new experiences; remember that the conference is
about and for you.

TAKE ADVANTAGE OF THE ADJUDICATORS AT THE CONFERENCE

e DO NOT miss the Adjudicator Panel at the beginning of the conference (but resist
the urge to shout out your school's namel!).

e Attend a feedback session other than your own.

e Remember that the adjudicators will not be available for conversation during the
conference.

e Make every effort to avoid identifying yourself to them.

e Refrain from wearing sweatshirts/t-shirts that identify your school at adjudication
concerts or feedback sessions.
